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1. National Science Competition gets off to a great start

The first ever National Science Competition reached the deadline for
entries on 28th November. We were delighted to see that the com-
petition has been well-received and gained a high number of en-
tries.

Over 100 projects were entered from all areas of science, technology, engineering and maths. The projects were
all of an excellent standard, however only the very best could make it through. The Scientific Review Committee
spent days looking through the submitted summaries and choosing the winning projects, these students will be
contacted this month. We are delighted with the diverse range of projects in chemistry, technology/engineering,
physics and biology that have been self nominated this year.

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3. Students seek science ‘down-under’

Two young CREST students set down in Wellington, New Zealand at the start of December for a two-week ad-
venture of a lifetime. James Stefaniak and Elisabeth Muller won the trip as recipients of the Royal Society Inter-
national Expedition Prize after impressing judges with their BA CREST Award projects at the UK Young Scientists’
and Engineers’ Fair held in London earlier this year.

The trip, which is funded and arranged by the Royal Society, the UK and Commonwealth’s Science Academy, saw
the travellers visit remote locations in New Zealand. Excursions included a visit with local scientists to the Wai-O-
Tapu geothermal area and a helicopter trip to White Island, New Zealand’s only active marine volcano and per-
haps the most accessible on earth. They also visited to the Royal Society of New Zealand and the New Zealand
Ministry of Research, Science and Technology.

Elisabeth Muller was an A-Level student at Bedford High School when she won the award in March. Her winning
project consisted of research looking at lunar meteorites.

James’ project investigated the safety and performance of an intense pulsed light (IPL) source device used in hair
removal and skin treatments. Commenting on his project and beginning the trip to New Zealand, James Stefaniak
said: “When | heard that | had won a prize, | couldn't believe it. When | heard | was going to New Zealand, |
really couldn't believe it!
