H Make a chart to show your findings.

H �Draw a picture of bubbles to show how they 
move in the wind.

H �Create a ‘wind guide’ for someone else 
who wants to find out more about the wind.

H Sharing your ideas

You will need a bubble blower and solution. 
You can also use a timer, compass, 
measuring tape, sticks or anything else you 
choose.

H �Try to use the bubbles to find out which 
direction the wind is blowing.

H �Try to use the bubbles to find out how fast the 
wind is blowing.

H �Can you use your bubbles to find out anything 
else about the wind?
