Studying science can lead to a wide range of career paths. Have a go at being a forensic scientist at our event ‘Solve a forensic mystery in 90 minutes?’. Using techniques like fingerprinting, chemical testing and chromatography visitors of all ages will be challenged to find the links between the suspects and the victim.
Engineering is everywhere and we have a plethora of events to bring out the engineer in anyone. ‘Inspiring budding engineers to build a buggy’ on the 10th-11th September will challenge attendees to build a self-powered buggy using just a piece of card, length of dowel, some wooden wheels, an elastic band and a balloon. ‘The magic of Harry Potter! Can we make cloaking a reality?’ will explore whether electronic engineers could genuinely make things invisible. 
Whatever the discipline, the British Science Festival has events that will inspire and excite children of all ages. The Festival will take place in Bradford from 10th-15th September, giving members of the public the chance to meet researchers face-to-face and discuss their work.
